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Information for people who are new to the club or have not participated in our clinics or Ride-a-
tests.

The Ride-a-test is just that. You bring your horse, warm up (just as you would in a real show)
and ride the test. The judge scores your test and at their discretion advises you as to how to more
effectively ride. You pay for a 15 minute block of time for $15.00. You can buy two blocks if
time allows. You have ride times just like a real show.
